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Qualifications Fact Sheet

National Certificate in Educational Achievement
(NCEA) Level 1
To be awarded NCEA Level 1, you will need to gain a minimum of 80 credits at level 1 (or above) including literacy and numeracy requirements.
Literacy & Numeracy
· Level 1 literacy and numeracy standards are changing in 2011.  
· Because 2011 is the transition year for level 1 literacy and numeracy, you can use either the old or the new literacy and numeracy standards.  You will not be able to use a mixture of old and new standards within literacy or within numeracy however, you could use the old standards for literacy and the new standards for numeracy.
· You have until the end of 2011 to complete your NCEA Level 1 if you are using any old literacy and numeracy standards.
· In 2012, you can only use the new literacy and numeracy standards to gain NCEA Level 1.
Old literacy requirement
Eight of your 80 credits must show you have met basic literacy requirements and can come from a mixture of:

· any English standards

· any Te Reo Maori standards

· the following Communication Skills standards (1277, 25060, 2989, 10792 and 2977)
Note : unit standard 20560 replaced unit standard 2977 in 2010. However, unit standard 2977 can continue to meet the old literacy requirement for Level 1 up until the end of 2011.
Old numeracy requirement
Eight of your 80 credits must show you have met basic numeracy requirements and can come from a mixture of:

· any Maths standards

· any Pangarau standards

· any Statistics or Probability standards
New literacy requirement
This will be your only option available from 2012 if you have not completed your NCEA Level 1 in 2011. 

Ten of your 80 credits must show you have met basic literacy requirements.

You can meet the new literacy requirement by gaining either:
Unit standards

· 10 credits from the following unit standards.  All three standards must be gained to meet the requirement.  (Te Kura will be offering these new literacy standards from 2012).
· 26625 – actively participate in spoken interactions

· 26624 – read texts with understanding

· 26622 – write to communicate ideas for a purpose and audience

OR

Achievement standards
· 10 credits from specified achievement standards through a range of subjects.

New numeracy requirement
This will be your only option available from 2012 if you have not completed your NCEA Level 1 in 2011. 

Ten of your 80 credits must show you have met basic numeracy requirements.

You can meet the new numeracy requirement by gaining either:

Unit standards

· 10 credits from the following unit standards.  All three standards must be gained to meet the requirement.  (Te Kura will be offering these new numeracy standards from 2012).
· 26623
Use number to solve problems

· 26627
Use measurement to solve problems

· 26626
Interpret statistical information for a purpose

Achievement standards
· 10 credits from specified achievement standards through a range of subjects.
